Notes to Editors from ACE 
· On Wednesday, 30th March 2011, ACE announced which individual applicants received National Portfolio Funding.  1,333 organisations have applied for National Portfolio Funding.   ACE currently previously funded 850 organisations.
· ACE is operating a substantially reduced budget for the period 2012/2015.  Funding for the National Portfolio Funding programme is very limited.   There will be a significant number of good applications that ACE will be unable to fund.  All applicants will have 12 months notice of whether they have received funding or not.
· The cut in central government investment is being replicated at local government level where many authorities are making significant, and in some cases extremely severe, cuts to their investment.   Other local authorities, recognising the social and economic benefits of the arts to their communities, are making determined efforts to protect the level of revenue and capital investment.
· The reduction in investment will result in many communities around the country losing the opportunity to engage with, participate in and be entertained by live theatre, opera and dance.
