Forward Motion
A night of screen dance at Pavilion Dance
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On 28th June, Pavilion Dance, Bournemouth’s national dance centre, is hosting Forward Motion, a night of groundbreaking screen dance. Screen dance is an artistic genre where choreography and film reside collide. Often stylish and innovative, it crosses the boundaries of artist film and video, avant-garde film, experimental film and contemporary dance, and so appeals to those with an interest in any of these art forms. 

Taking place in Pavilion Dance’s Ocean Room Theatre, Forward Motion is an exceptional introduction to what screen dance has to offer. It is a collection of outstanding British screen dance films, accompanied by interviews with artists to contextualise their work. A British Council project co-produced with South East Dance, Forward Motion creates a moving snapshot of Britain’s prolific screen dance industry. 

Screen dance often challenges the notion of what dance is. In some films there is less focus on a traditional dancing body and more on the movement of the camera and the relationship between film and choreography. However, theatrical influences are often evident in the stylishness of the films’ design, costume, set, location and character.  

Featuring historic, seminal and progressive dance films, Forward Motion brings together both the well-known and experimental and provokes discussion and debate.
