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Fuel’s Electric Hotel comes to Bournemouth

Performances: 9pm – 10pm, Friday 23 & Saturday 24 September

Something unique is coming to Bournemouth, as part of the new Arts by the Sea Festival. An outdoor spectacle that is not to be missed, Electric Hotel features a two-storey fly-by-night hotel built on the terraces of Pavilion Dance, Bournemouth’s national dance house. 
Bizarre as it is beautiful, the al fresco dance performance is a special presentation by the Bournemouth Arts by the Sea Festival in partnership with Pavilion Dance. The new Bournemouth Arts by the Sea Festival runs from 3 September to 15 October 2011 and brings over 50 exciting events and performances to the town, including dance, film, music, theatre, literature and poetry.
Some time ago, an unspeakable incident destroyed the reputation of the five-star Electric Hotel, and now the woman involved in the event returns. The hotel is brought to vivid life through dance and sound. Seated on the outside looking in, audience members become voyeurs, snatching glimpses of the do-not-disturb lives unfolding behind the floor-to-ceiling windows. While spying on the residents in their private rooms - their natural habits, unnatural fantasies and housekeeping of wildly varied quality -  the audience eavesdrops on the hotel’s residents and workers on wireless headphones. 

Presented by Fuel, conceived and directed by David Rosenburg and choreographed and co-directed by Frauke Requardt, Electric Hotel has been a success at Sadler’s Wells, Latitude Festival and the Big Chill Festival.

David Rosenburg, Director says: “It’s a real pleasure to take Electric Hotel to Bournemouth and perform it just a few steps away from the sea. As a busy coastal resort, there will be many people in the tourist industry who will be able to relate to the curious goings-on taking place within the performance.”

He continues: “The challenge of creating Electric Hotel was how the sound could create a feeling of inclusion and intimacy for the audience, despite their distance and separation from the action and performers. We wanted to create sound environments that helped to transport the listener through the windows and into the rooms that they are watching and also to take the performance aurally into the physical space where the audience are sitting.”

The erecting of the building itself will be a curious event, as the two-storey set is built over several days on the terraces overlooking the seafront and Lower Gardens. 

Guests can enjoy themselves at the Electric Hotel bar, built within the set, before the performance starts at 9pm. Following the show on Saturday, Pavilion Dance’s terraces will be transformed into an al fresco nightclub, as Bournemouth’s first outdoor Silent Disco starts from 10.30pm, with clubbers listening to tracks spun by top festival DJs on wireless headphones.
Electric Hotel is also a feature of Bournemouth’s Light Night (23 & 24 September) where unique and unexpected nocturnal happenings will bring the town centre alive.
