An interactive art installation set to cause a 'Stir' in Aruba Restaurant & Bar

From Tuesday 6th September to Sunday 11th September visitors to Aruba will have the opportunity to become choreographer and creator of their own unique dance routine in an interactive art installation. 
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'Stir' allows viewers to actively shape and become part of the work, manipulating and interacting with kaleidoscopic and geometric patterns of dancers. Viewers use their hands and arms to augment sequences and patterns of dancers projected, in a style reminiscent of the overhead camera technique (top shot) proliferated by the films of Busby Berkeley. 






'Stir' is a reworking of the large scale interactive installation (Top Shot), which was first shown at Swindon Dance in 2009. It is a collaboration between Thomas Hall and Mark Parry, with additional programming by Thomas Sweeney. The installation will tie-in with the Digital Futures in Dance National Conference, which is being held at Pavilion Dance from 8 – 10th September.

Digital Futures in Dance is a brand new conference, presented by Dance South West, Bournemouth University, South East Dance and Dance Digital.  It is taking place at Pavilion Dance, Bournemouth’s National Dance House, giving artists, promoters, producers, venues, academics and creative and digital companies the opportunity to come together to discuss future possibilities for dance and technology. With an increasing growth in interdisciplinary practice, Digital Futures in Dance investigates how new technologies create new conditions for choreographing and presenting dance.
The conference will feature 20 international speakers and artists from Israel, Croatia, US, Germany, the UK and (via Skype) India. It includes six live performances and a range of installations and media works.
