Following a sell-out international tour, one of the UK's leading Bboy (breakdance) companys Champloo is set to return to Pavilion Dance, Bournemouth's national dance house, for a stunning performance of White Caps in its theatre.

Seamlessly blending award-winning cinematography with groundbreaking live dance, White Caps presents an epic tale of brotherhood. The exhilarating journey of these two young men is set against a rich, filmed background of forests, valleys and mountains.
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White Caps is a unique multimedia experience, an incredible fusion of breathtaking film with explosive breakdance, transporting the audience from the confines of the theatre into a thrilling adventure. The live performance on stage acts as a counterpoint to the film, which has been screened at over 30 festivals worldwide. Visual highlights include huge, rotating images of the dancers on screen, gradually morphing into real dancers on stage.
With a memorable soundtrack that darts from heavy dubstep to beautiful chill-out, encompassing lyrical soft strings, melodic piano and uplifting folk, White Caps takes Bboying and Contemporary dance to places it has never been before, leading the audience through a spectrum of experiences.
Representing the first major live work by Wilkie Branson, White Caps showcases his signature cinematic style, alongside Champloo’s unique Hip-hop choreographic work. Bristol-based Champloo is one of the UK's leading Bboy dance companies. It takes its name from the Japanese word Chanpuru, meaning to mix an unusual combination of elements to create surprising and astonishing outcomes.
