When We Meet Again is a wearable, one-to-one performance. Participants will be led, one-by-one, to the Garden Studio, where they will put on video goggles playing footage that has been filmed from a first person perspective. Guided by an 'invisible' performer, the wearer will then embark on a multi-sensory journey, a bizarre visual experience that will be enhanced through the use of smell, taste, touch and an immersive 3D soundtrack. When prompted to look down at their body they will see someone else's, as their brain is tricked into a mysterious illusion.

Notes to editors:
Me and the Machine is a young performance and visual art group, initiated by Sam Pearson and Clara Garcia Fraile in 2008. They work multidisciplinarily, combining everyday audiovisual and interactive technology with choreographed screens, live performance and text. The resulting works range from wearable videos to participative cinema screenings, kinetic street installations, one-to-one theatre, immersive dance installations, research projects and an online platform for the anonymous exchange of secrets. The company obtained The Arches Brick Award 2010 in Edinburgh, a nomination for a Total Theatre Award and the 'Outstanding Artist Award' and ‘First Prize in Performance’ in the Young Artists Awards 2010 and 2009 of Junta de Castilla y Leon.
When We Meet Again was also part of the British Council Edinburgh Showcase 2011 and selected to represent the UK in the Biennial of Young Artists of Europe 2011.
Champloo, a Bristol-based dance company, are firmly established as an award-winning national Bboy company who produce outstanding work not only in a live context but also extend their practice into astonishing dance-film projects. They also work with and inspire hundreds of young people each year through their ongoing youth programme. 
White Caps was created by Wilkie Branson and performed by Wilkie & Joel Daniel, who are collectively known as Champloo. It was co-commissioned by Bristol Old Vic and Theatre Bristol. The soundtrack was created by Type Sun in collaboration with a variety of artists, including Phil King, Eleanor Rusbridge, BOY, Leeza Jessie and DJ Rouge.
Fused is a Higher Education Fayre held at at Pavilion Dance, giving four leading universities an opportunity to present a showcase of works produced by their dance, performance and film undergraduates.
Bournemouth University - BATV students produce a range of work over three years, from dramas, to documentaries, studio pieces and creatively led short films.  
Bath Spa University - The Dance study programme includes the practice of choreography, technique and performance, analysis, research, interdisciplinary and collaborative practice, plus digital technology (film and sound).
University of Winchester - Choreography and Dance at Winchester engages in a wide range of learning situations which develop an enhanced understanding of contemporary Western Theatre Dance, and its place in the twenty-first century.
Bournemouth University Foundation Dance Degree - The course comprises a mixture of practical and theoretical sessions with a strong emphasis on integration of the two elements. Modules include Dance and Health, Physical Theatre and Community Dance.
Pavilion Dance is operated by Dance South West, in partnership with Bournemouth Borough Council and BH Live. Dance South West is the national dance development agency, funded by Arts Council England.
Pavilion Dance offers excellent facilities, including lift access, two light and airy dance studios with views of the seafront or Lower Gardens, plus the 200-seat Ocean Room theatre, which is equipped with the latest technology.
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
